By moation made, seconded (Hawes/Wilson), and unanimously carried, the Board of Supervisors
took the following actions, which were listed on the Consent Calendar:

Approved the consolidation of the City of ShastaLLake Municipa Initiative Measure Election with
the Consolidated Digtricts Election to be held on Tuesday, November 7, 2000, and authorized the County
Election Department to conduct the eection. (Clerk of the Board)

Approved and authorized the Chairman to sgn a renewa agreement with the State
Depatment of Mentd Hedlth in the amount of $6,000 for services provided by the Building the
Employment Services Team (BEST) Technician to the regiond BEST Team during Fiscd Year 2000-
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2001 (Mentd Hedlth)
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Approved and authorized the Chairmanto sign an amendment to the persond services agreement
with North State Security, Inc., to increase the maximum amount from $59,000 to $95,328, effective the
date of sgning through June 30, 2001. (Menta Hedth)

Adopted Resolution No. 2000-141 which authorizes the State Department of Mental Hedlth to
withhold and transfer funds in the amount of $8,280 to the CdiforniaMenta Health Directors Association
to fund an Adminigtrative Services Organization for the provison of mental hedth services for Shadta
County Medi-Cd digible children placed out-of-county during Fiscal Y ear 2000-2001, and authorized
the County Administrative Officer to approve smilar transfers of funds, not to exceed $10,000, to the
CdiforniaMentd Hedlth Directors Association in future years.

FAMILY SUPPORT DIVISION
OFFICE STAFFING AND SPACE ANALYSIS
REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL

At the recommendation of County Adminigtrative Officer Doug Latimer and by motion made,
seconded (Clarke/Wilson), and unanimoudy carried, the Board of Supervisors approved the find
recommendations, pursuant to the Family Support Divison workshop held on July 25, 2000, as
follows

1 Contract with the County’s current cgpitd improvement consultant to review the Family Support
Divison's gaffing and space andysis to be sure it conforms with the County’ s staffing and space
needs anayss.

2. Review options for the placement of satdllite offices and/or a mobile unit for delivery of services
to the outlying aress.

3. Develop a Request for Proposal (RFP) to contract with ared property leasing specidist to assst
the County in the procurement of office space.

4, Proceed with the development of an RFP for office space for the Family Support Divison of the
Didrict Attorney’s Office.

ASSISTANT COUNTY ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER POSITION

County Adminigtrative Officer (CAO) Doug Latimer presented the staff report on the request to
establish an Assgtant County Adminigtrative Officer podtion. CAO Latimer explained that he was
requesting the position due to an increased workload and in order to meet the Board of Supervisors
directive to work more closdy with department heads and become more involved in their departmental
operations.

Discussion ensued regarding the fact that when this request was previoudly presented, Board
direction was for a Member of the Board of Supervisors to work with the CAO and Personnd on this
matter, to conduct an in-depth anaysis of the departmental operations, and bring back arecommendation.
Supervisor Hawes indicated that without the requested in-depth andyss, he could not support the
requested position. Supervisors Clarke and Fust expressed their belief that the report presented by the
CAO was what the Board had requested. Supervisor Kehoe stated that athough the CAO had been
responsve to the Board' s request in preparing and presenting this report, he saw no compelling reason to
move forward with the additiond position & thistime or to have more studies done.
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Supervisor Clarke moved that the recommendations listed in the staff report be approved. The
motion died for lack of a second.

Supervisor Hawes suggested that a reorganization of the department be done by utilizing existing
deff rather than hiring an additiond person. CAO Latimer indicated that he has performed his
responghilities without benefit of an assistant since he was hired and was willing to continue that way if that
was the desire of the Board. Supervisors Kehoe, Clarke, and Wilson indicated that if the CAO was
comfortable with this arrangement, then they would concur with it. No action was taken.
