BOARD MATTERS

REGIONAL COUNCIL OF RURAL COUNTIES
ACTION PRINCIPLES

Supervisor Fust explained that the proposed resolution from the Regional Council of Rura
Counties (RCRC) Action Principles for the CALFED Bay-Delta Program was RCRC' s attempt to
find “middle ground” on thisissue, however, questioned whether or not thiswasthe appropriatetime
for the Board of Supervisors to consider adopting these principles.

Assistant Public Works Director Pat Minturn stated that he had reviewed the document, that
he described as a*“political” document. Thereisno “cause and affect” by adopting or not adopting
these proposed principles. Supervisor Clarke explained her concerns with the language contained in
the document, mainly thefirst paragraph, and stated her belief that adopting this document would set
apremise that the Board of Supervisors agrees with that language. She further expressed her belief
that additional study was necessary before taking any action.

Supervisor Kehoe pointed out that thereisno direct affect on the County to act or not act and
he expressed hisbelief that there should bea” compelling reason” for the Board to take action on this.
The other Members of the Board concurred.

It wasthe consensus of the Board of Supervisorsthat they not sign the document at thistime,

but wait to see what the document looks like after other counties have signed it and made changes,
and to allow for additional time to complete an in-depth study to determine any ramifications.

County Administrative Officer (CAO) Doug Latimer stated that information for the
preparation of the legidative platform has been distributed to department heads and he will bring this
information back to the Board in early February. CAO Latimer also gave an update on the
governor’ s proposed budget.

Supervisor Fust indicated that he had
received an urgent bulletin from the Regional Council of Rural Counties (RCRC) regarding the
possibility of RCRC suing the State Water Quality Resources Board regarding water issues.
Following discussion, it was the consensus of the Board that further study is necessary and that
Supervisor Fust should vote against this proposal.
