INTRODUCTIONS

Introductions of the Members of the Board, county staff, elected officids, and county department
heads were made.

PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD - OPENTIME

Pam Tupper, Executive Director of the Shasta Consortium of Hedlth Centers, advised the Board of
Supervisorsthat hedlth centerswhich had received grantsarein the midst of expansion projectsand invited
the Members of the Board to attend upcoming health center functions to see the work they are doing.
Ms. Tupper also stated that once the State budget is adopted, she will return to the Board to explain how
the budget affects the health centers.
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Russ Wade addressed the Board of Supervisorsregarding globa warming and itsreported effects
in Alaska and Northern Cdifornia. He dso cited the benefits of the Anderson Cottonwood Irrigation
Digtrict Cana and suggested that the District seek additiond water customers for the 50-60% of their
unused water so the State does not look at this as a possible water source.
