All Board Members were present. 
 
The following routine items were considered by the Board of Supervisors and action was taken: 
 

Appointed Supervisor Schappell as a member to the Shasta Children and Families Commission. 
 
Approved the minutes of the January 26, 2016 meeting. 
 
Appointed Kent Spooner to the Burney Basin Mosquito Abatement District Board of Directors. 
 
Adopted a resolution which repeals Resolution No. 2013-133 and establishes a records retention schedule for the 
County Clerk/Elections department. 
 
Approved an amendment to the agreement with Microsoft Licensing GP to add a Volume Licensing exemption. 
 
Adopted a salary resolution amending the Shasta County Classification Specifications and Position Allocation 
List for Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA). 
 
Approved an amendment to the agreement with Vista Pacifica Enterprises, Inc. for greater utilization of intensive 
residential services. 
 
Awarded Life Technologies Corporation for the purchase of an Infectious Disease Testing Machine for HHSA-
Public Health. 
 
Approved a purchase order to the Commission on Accreditation of Rehabilitation Facilities to perform on-site 
survey work for accreditation of the Opportunity Center. 
 
Adopted a resolution which repeals Resolution No. 2015-059 and makes appointments to the Juvenile Justice 
Coordinating Council. 
 
Approved an amendment to the agreement with Noble Software Group, LLL for web-based, licensed Juvenile and 
Adult assessment software and services. 
 
Approved the payment of four invoices to Cottonwood Veterinary Clinic for veterinary services and boarding of 
horses seized in connection with a criminal investigation. 
 
Adopted a resolution continuing the proclamation of a local emergency due to drought conditions. 
 
Adopted a resolution continuing the proclamation of a local emergency due to the closure of the Cassel-Fall River 
Road at Pit River Bridge. 
 
Took various actions regarding the Shasta County Jail Heating, Ventilating, and Air Conditioning Controls 
Modernization project. 
 
Adopted a resolution amending the boundary of the Intermountain Road Permanent Road Division. 
 
Awarded J.H. Mack Construction the contract for the 300 Park Marina Circle Renovation project.
